Portfolio Piece: Short Story___

You will write a piece of short fiction for your Short Story Portfolio Piece.  Your final paper must be typed in MLA format, double-spaced with 1” margins and 12-point font (comparable to Times New Roman).  The minimum requirement is five pages.  The maximum page limit is twenty pages.  Write roughly between 2000 and 8000 words.  Your paper must be attached to a turnitin.com originality report.  You must also attach a 6 Traits grading rubric with complete feedback from two students.  (Please note: Failure to meet these basic requirements will result in the loss of at least one letter grade.) 

You may want to choose from a style or genre: character sketches, problem/solution story, fable, parable, children's story, science fiction, mystery, parody, detective story, adolescent fiction, romance, adventure, etc.  This story may arise from one of the assignments we have done in class, or it may be a totally new creation.  You will be expected to incorporate what you have practiced and learned in this class into your short story. 

Your grade will be based on the 6+1 Traits Writing Continuum: idea development, organization, voice, word choice, sentence fluency and conventions.  Your grade will be based on a peer review and assessment, your Artist’s Statement* and the teacher evaluation.

For the Artist’s Statement, explain:

-What you initially set out to explore, investigate and discover through writing this piece.

-How your ideas developed.

-How your perspective changed as your work took shape.     

-How your background (did or did not) influence your work.           

-What you learned from writing this piece.

In addition, please explain what grade you think you deserve based on your effort and final product.
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
